[image: image15.png]Using a Piece of String to
Measure Distance

Put one end of a piece
of string at the point
where you want to
start measuring from
on the map.

Place the string along
the route that you
want to measure e.g.
a sea crossing.

When you get to the
point that you want.
to measure to, mark
the point on the
string with a marker.

Now you can remove
the string from the
paper, stretch it out
straight and measure
its length against the
scale line on your
map or atlas.

In this example, the distance is 940 km. You can see this,
because that's where the mark on the string comes to on
the scale line (look at the green dotted line).
